MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 10th September 2018 AT 7.30PM

1. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Stockton, Cllr Burke, and Cllr Newall had sent their apologies
2. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  None
3. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11th June and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
4. Councillor reports
4.1 Chairman’s report.  The Chairman noted that the ramp continued to be an issue  and that the unstable cliffs had resulted in an accident over the summer.  He also explained that there had been two cliff falls in the last week and so NNDC had been forced to close the ramp
The Chairman noted that there would be a Boreas (Vattenfall) meeting on 14/12/18.  He noted that the was disappointed that the ‘community benefits’ seemed to be employment opportunities rather than community funds

The Chairman explained that he had informed NCC that the pond at Pond Cottage is under riparian ownership and that the Parish Council is not responsible for the management of the pond.  Nevertheless, the Parish Council does contribute to the flushing out of the drainage system in the village

The Chairman went on to note that there was a problem with the CCTV system at the car park and that the item would be on the October agenda as the CCTV needed repairs and possibly upgrading
4.2 Cllr Ritchie noted that sadly the Youth Football had had to close as a result of low numbers.  The Chairman thanked those who had all tried hard to make this club successful
5. Correspondence
6.1. SIM.  SAM2 sign update.  It was confirmed that 29,000 cars had travelled through the village from Holly Farm Cottage, and that 85% of them had been travelling at 32 mph or lower.  Noted with thanks
6.2. Wenn Evans Centre.  Documentation received for insurance and hygiene certification for the Car Boot Sales.  Noted
6.3. The Co-operative bank.  Confirmation of signatories as G Berry, S Stockton and G Siely.  Noted
6.4. Parishioner.  Request for dog bin the Happisburgh end of Doggett’s Lane.  A parishioner had written to the Clerk suggesting that the Parish Council fund a dog bin at the end of Doggett’s Lane.  She had explained that her wheely bin is constantly being filled with dog bags and is not emptied for weeks at a time.  The Parish Council wondered why the resident did not remove her bin.  The Clerk would revert
6.5. Parishioner.  Concern regarding the locking of the car park gates after dark. / Letter written to parishioner from the PC.  A resident on Beach Road has written to the Clerk to explain that unsavoury behaviour was taking place at the Beach Road car park and that she felt that the Parish Councillor was appreciating the benefits of the car park without taking responsibility for the issues surrounding it.  Another parishioner had also written a letter to the Clerk, in response to a letter written to her following an incident with a member of the public being locked in the car park.  She felt very strongly that the car park must be locked after dark.  The contractors for the car park had also attended the meeting and explained that only 3 times in 2 months had they been unable to lock the gates due to cars being still in the car park.  This item would be on the agenda for the October meting
6.6. NALC.  Parish Councillor training in the Wenn Evans Centre.  Councillors agreed that they would all be able to attend on 19th November at 7pm.  The Clerk would confirm the date and time with NALC and suggest to Horning and Ludham Councillors that they may wish to attend to reduce costs
6.7. Parishioner.  Request for information regarding the Village Sign.  The Clerk would contact a parishioner to ask for further information
7 Adjourn the meeting for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

The meeting was adjourned at 9.05pm
7.1. District and County Councillor reports. County Cllr Eric Seward had not been able to attend the meeting but had sent a written report to the Clerk, which covered Vatrenfall Windfarm Planning application, Mobile libraries, Coastal defence (sandscaping) project, transfer of Norfolk Fire Service from the County Council to the Police and Crime Commissioner and, the NNDC Local Plan
The meeting was reconvened at 8.45pm

8 Agenda items

To receive information from Steve Holland of Norfolk County Council Adult Social Care department regarding the Wishing Well Care Home.  
8.1. To receive information from Steve Holland of Norfolk County Council Adult Social Care department regarding the Wishing Well Care Home. The Chairman invited Mr Holland to speak at the beginning of the meeting.  Mr Holland introduced himself and also his colleague from NCC.  He also noted that Crystal Care was represented at the meeting.  The Chairman noted that he had read a report about Crystal Care that 9 managed 9 care homes and that these care homes suffered from issues with lack of leadership.  Mr Holland explained that the Wishing Well Care Home was for the purposes of supported living but had been housing individuals with challenging characteristics.  The Chairman noted that there were several enforcement issues regarding planning including a lack of ‘change of use’ planning agreement.  

Parishioners and Councillors all agreed that the care home, whilst important within the locality, was very poorly placed, being very near the primary school.  

Thanks was noted to Cty Cllr Seward, who had assisted regularly with issues concerning the home.  

Mr Holland explained that, following some very concerning incidents in the village concerning one particular resident, that resident had been removed three days previously.  He went on to note that there would be no additional residents being added to the care home for the time being.  

The Clerk explained to Mr Holland that the Parish Council had raised the issue as urgent following the Parish Council meeting on 9th July and that she had contacted Alison Simpkins on 10th July and had been assured that the issues were being taken extremely seriously and that the care home would receive an inspection on an urgent basis.  Mr Holland confirmed that he would look into this

Mr Holland confirmed that, in terms of ‘next actions’ he would go back to his superiors and would revert within two weeks with a resolution

Mr Holland and colleagues left the meeting at 8.37pm
