MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 8th August 2016 AT 7.30PM

13 members of the public
1. To consider apologies for absence.  All Councillors were present
2. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Mole declared an interest in item 9.2 on the basis that the land is owned by a member of his family and item 9.1 on the basis that the applicant is his neighbour.  
3. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11th July, and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
3.1 Beach Road hedge.  The Chairman explained that despite two years of attempting to encourage the owners of the hedge (the owners of the Manor) to cut the hedge this has not happened and the hedge is now overgrown and unsafe.  County Councillor Seward agreed to ask Justin Le May at Highways to cut the hedge, or at the very least the corner of the hedge, on safety grounds.  Cllr Love confirmed that there were strong grounds for the Parish Council to claim that Highways own the hedge up to 1 metre from the edge of the tarmac and therefore that the hedge should be Highways’ responsibility.  
3.2 Confirmation of size of advertisement at the car park.  The Chairman confirmed that the size of any advertisement should be 1m x 75cm as per the Hill House advertisement at the Car Park
4. Councillor Reports (as presented)
1.1 The Chairman noted that the Coastal Marathon organisers had been informed by the Clerk that the marathon runners could not be told to park in the Beach Road car park.  He had confirmed this, but the Chairman was concerned that the website still detailed the car park as the start point of the marathon.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Newall for her work on the chairs in the Wenn Evans Centre.  The Clerk had requested that Anglian Water should come out and investigate the odour issues, but they had come out and not been able to identify any problems.  The Parish Council asked the Clerk  to contact them again as the problem had not been rectified
The Chairman had received complaints of an ice cream van on the car park.  The gentleman within the van had been offensive to members of the public.  The Chairman spoke with the gentleman who was aggressive and rude, so The Chairman telephoned the police.  The van is called ‘Popeye’s Ice Cream’

The Chairman noted that the SAM2 had been away for repair but had now returned

The Chairman had spoken with Wellington Housing concerning the potential development at Short Lane.  Paul Pitcher had explained that there were access problems so the project had stopped for the time being
1.2 Cllr G Siely noted that two allotments were in a very poor condition and that the tenants will be asked to leave at the end of the year.  
2. Correspondence
2.1 PCSO report.  The Clerk noted that the PCSO had been unable to attend the meeting, but had sent a report as follows:  18.7.16 - section 4 public order, causing intentional alarm, harassment or distress.  27.7.16 – dog bite incident at Doggetts Lane.  1.8.16 – section 4 public order, causing intentional alarm, harassment or distress

2.3 The Local Government Boundary Commission.  Electoral review of North Norfolk.  No Councillors wished to comment on this
2.4 Happisburgh Church.  Letter thanking the PC for the S137 donations.  Noted
2.5 UK power networks.  New telephone number: 105 for calls to electricity companies.  Noted
2.6 Happisburgh Lighthouse.  Email thanking the PC for the S137 donation.  Noted
6 Adjourn the meeting for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters
The meeting was adjourned at 8.45pm

6.1. District and County Councillor reports. 
County Councillor Seward explained that the potholes on Blacksmith’s Lane had been filled in, and that a full cut had taken place.  Cllr Siely noted that there were various locations in the parish where the cut had not taken place.  He would contact the clerk with the details so that she could speak with Highways
Cty Cllr Seward had spoken with Highways about a 30 mph speed limit on Blacksmiths’ Lane.  He suggested that the Clerk do likewise.  
Cty Cllr Seward explained that Norfolk Trails had confirmed that they had cut PROW in the 1st week of June, with further cuts the first two weeks of August and again in September or October.  It was confirmed that the PROW were not cut in the first week of June.  Cty Cllr Seward would take this information back to Norfolk Trails

District Cllr Lee Walker had been unable to attend the meeting but had sent a report as follows: ‘Following on from last meeting. Leonie asked about the rubbish collection from the beach.  I spoke to Rob Goodliffe and as thought they don't want vehicles on the beach.  The hand cart idea he thought may be difficult and unsafe for the users on the ramp.  

He has agreed to organise a collection of any materials on a set day each week, he will contact Leonie and arrange.  He's on leave till the 15th August . 

I asked the safer neighbourhood team to check out the car parks later at night’.  Noted
Mike Trivett explained that he felt that the cutting of the Recreation Ground area was not done well and in particular areas amongst the trees.  The Chairman would check this.  Mr Trivett also confirmed that there were 2 x tiles broken on the Wenn Evans Centre roof, which would be fixed
Rosemary Munday demonstrated to the Parish Council the new litter pickers and hoops which had been purchased.  The Parish Council would put a note in the Parish News asking that if anyone wished to keep a litter picker at their house for regular beach cleaning, they could do so on the condition that they return them for ‘organised’ litter picks (or come along themselves to the litter pick)

Rosemary Munday noted that the zip wire at the playspace was out of action for the time being
The meeting was reconvened at 9.15pm
7 Agenda items

7.1. To nominate a Parish Councillor to the position of Link Governor with the School.  The Parish Council confirmed Cllr Denise Burke as the Link Governor for the School.  The Clerk would confirm with the Governing Body the dates of Parish Council meetings
7.2. To consider terms of reference for allocating donations and grants from the car park fund.  The Parish Council agreed that The Clerk could write something relevant for approval at the following meeting
7.3. To consider ideas for applications to the Big Society Fund.  The Parish Council suggested that the Clerk  could speak with staff at NNDC to put together an application for the Big Society Fund for the car park at the Wenn Evans Centre 
7.4. To consider a suggestion for the Parish Council to pay for a footpath cut once a year.  The Chairman confirmed that this would be discussed at the meeting in November with Justin Le May
7.5. To consider a recommendation from a Councillor for #2minutebeachclean stations.  See link http://beachclean.net/boards.  Cllr Burke had recommended these boards as they are working successfully in Walcott, but she noted that having heard the details of the new litter pickers from Rosemary Munday she felt that additional litter pickers could be purchased if necessary rather than boards
7.6. To consider the purchase of a sign ‘No Unauthorised Vendors’ for the car park.  AGREED

9 The following planning applications were discussed:
9.1. NNDC.  PF/16/0744.  Church Farm Barns, Blacksmiths Lane.  Removal of condition 3 of 03/1738 to allow full residential use.  The Chairman noted that this application had been approved
9.2. NNDC.  PF/16/0860.  2 High House, Church Street. Conversion of barn and stable for residential use.  The Parish Council discussed this application and agreed that the Clerk should request an extension of time until the next meeting.  The Parish Council AGREED to hold a site meeting just prior to the next Parish Council meeting – at 6.30pm on Monday 12th September.  The Chairman noted that he himself was confused by the EN12 guidelines being stretched, as applications should be equal to the EN12 property.  He noted that, of the two EN12 applications, one had been a 100% increase (the caravan park) and this application was a 30% increase.  Councillors considered whether this could be seen as unfair on the 9 owners who took up NNDC’s offers for their EN12 rights on a like for like basis.  The Chairman noted that NNDC had agreed that this extension of size was acceptable.  Cllr Love queried the access to the property.
