MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 11th December 2017 AT 7.30PM

1. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr C Siely had sent his apologies 
2. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  Cllr Love declared an interest in any discussions regarding the car park or Vattenfall.  The Chairman declared in interest in any Vattenfall matters
3. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 13th November and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
4. Councillor reports
4.1 The Chairman explained that he had attended the Cabinet meeting at NNDC during the previous week and, after some heated discussions, had received the following email from Ruari Lean of VF: 
When we spoke in North Walsham specifically about Happisburgh Car Park, Andy and I both very clearly caveated that Rob Driver our Vattenfall Engineer would need to consider the themes you raised. The wider team, including Rob Driver, have considered your questions and produced the following answers. Please feel free to share these with the wider Parish Council. 

You will see that work continues and by March we will have more to share, however in the short term, the concerns raised surrounding Happisburgh Car park and access to the beach should be removed.

1. Can Vattenfall make a choice now between a long and a short HDD at landfall? Happisburgh Parish Council have a strong preference for a long HDD.

We are currently engaging with a specialist HDD contractor to further inform the technical requirements of the landfall works, primarily using the borehole data gathered in summer to understand the requirements of the drills and limitations to the different approaches available.  We will use this information, along with responses to the formal consultation (including Happisburgh Parish Council preferences), environmental impacts and other data sources to inform whether a decision can be made prior to DCO submission.  We expect this decision to be made in March and will inform the Parish Council of the approach being taken for DCO submission at this time. 

2. More context is needed around the implication of a short HDD on the beach, can Vattenfall provide more information on: 

Further specific details, should short HDD be maintained as an option, will be provided in March, as a result of the ongoing detailed assessments.  Information as currently available, and referenced within the PEIR as applicable, is outlined below:

a. Description of the works: With reference to Consultation Summary Document page 24 (also PEIR Chapter 5 Para 282) and bottom centre image on Consultation Summary Document Page 25:- 

•        During the drilling operation, a fenced-off working area would be established at the drill exit point. A fenced vehicle access route to this location would also be required. Most of the beach would remain accessible to the public.
•       During the duct installation stage, the fenced-off area would be extended to seaward, to provide a working corridor for the duct pulling operation.

•       After duct installation, the seaward end of the duct would be capped and buried, and the beach reinstated. No access restrictions would be required in the intervening period up to cable installation.

•       During the cable installation stage, the fenced-off working area would be re-established on the beach, extending from the seaward end of the duct out to the low water mark.
b. Where access will be taken to the beach: Following internal review, and should short HDD be maintained as an option, we propose that beach access will be made from Cart Gap Road.

c. How long will sections of the beach need to be closed or restricted to public access: This is to be determined within the further work being conducted and is a function of the number of circuits required, the proposed drill exit point and the access arrangement.  We will have further details by March.

d. The depth of the ducts/cables under the cliff and beach: Outline drill profiles to be determined within the further work currently being conducted as this will be informed by the borehole samples extracted in summer.  Current estimates are in the order of 3m-10m below seabed level (see PEIR Chapter 5 Para 278).  

e. The depth of the ducts/cables at and beyond the short HDD exit point:

Duct/cable burial process for short HDD is noted in PEIR Chapter 5 Para 294:

         A back-hoe excavator would work up the beach at low water from the low tide mark excavating a trench into which the cabling would immediately be placed.
         After the cable has been pulled into a pre-installed duct, the trench would then be backfilled using the excavated material. 

        The offshore cables would also be buried.

3. Can Vattenfall commit to all forms of access to the beach being taken from Cart Gap and not from the Happisburgh entrance where the car park and play area is?

We are fully aware of the Parish Council’s concerns over the use of the Happisburgh car park beach access and a preference to use the Cart Gap access as has been used previously by contractors, if beach access is indeed necessary.  For these reasons, Vattenfall can confirm that access to the beach, should short HDD be maintained as an option, will be taken from Cart Gap Road. For completeness, if long HDD is used, no beach access is required.
4. Please confirm how long the temporary construction drilling compound will be used to install the ducts for: 

As outlined in the Consultation Summary Report (Page 24 and 25), the length of time for the construction drilling compound to be utilised for drilling activities is a function of the length of drills required and the number of circuits and could range from 2 months to 9 months (per project, i.e. Norfolk Vanguard or Norfolk Boreas).  Furthermore, as outlined in the Consultation Summary Report (Page 24) it is currently proposed that the Norfolk Boreas landfall installation would not be conducted at the same time as Norfolk Vanguard works.

a. Norfolk Vanguard (on its own): range from 2 months to 9 months
b. Norfolk Boreas: range from 2 months to 9 months
c. NV & NB together : range from 2 months to 9 months [Note: As explained above, it is currently proposed that the Norfolk Boreas landfall installation would not be conducted at the same time as Norfolk Vanguard works. Happisburgh Parish Council’s PEIR response states ‘The Parish Council would strongly recommend that any landfall for both windfarms is made at the same time’. Vattenfall will consider this option as part of the PEIR review process and feedback more information in March alongside Short and Long HDD.]
5. Can Vattenfall make a commitment that contractors will be instructed not to use the Happisburgh car park next to the play area?

Yes, Vattenfall will make the commitment to instruct future contractors involved in the landfall HDD works NOT to use Happisburgh Car Park.

The local highways authority will be consulted on our proposed vehicle access routes and parking arrangements as part of the construction traffic management plan (CTMP).  A draft Outline CTMP will be submitted to the Planning Inspectorate with the DCO application (Q2 2018).  This will allow stakeholders, including the Parish Council, to comment and raise issues with the Planning Inspectorate.  Any comments made will be reviewed and addressed when finalising the CTMP post DCO consent. Note also that provision is made within the landfall temporary construction compound for construction traffic parking.  

For completeness, I also include the information on the borehole diameter which was circulated on Friday 1st December:

6. Please could you let me know the diameter of the pilot bole hole and the diameter it will be enlarged to for the duct

Rob Driver and Andy Hardcastle have passed the below information onto me. Please note though that these are typical requirements associated with this type of installation, below refers to each bore hole as an example and are very much subject to detailed design which would be undertaken post DCO consent if the project is successful:

· Pilot hole initially drilled – 12.25” (311mm)

· Reaming Stage 1 [first stage widening of pilot hole]  – 18” (457mm)

· Reaming Stage 2 (second stage widening of pilot hole – final hole size) – 26” (660.4mm)

· Duct Outer Diameter within hole – 19.7” (500mm)

The Chairman asked the Parish Council if it would like to support the views of REACT and / or N2RS.  He noted that he was concerned that the Parish Councils are not sufficiently engaged with the Vattenfall application and are not working hard enough to ensure that all of the information received is sufficiently read and understood.  The Chairman noted that he has asked NNDC to push harder for DC rather than AC power.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would invite REACT and N2RS to the January meeting
