MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 11th June 2018 AT 7.30PM

1. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Newall had sent her apologies
2. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  None
3. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 8th May and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
3.1 Cllr Mole was chasing up the food hygiene certificate and the public liability certificate from the car boot show
3.2 Peter Lawton had not yet returned to the PC with ideas for a Beach Road car park extension
3.3 Cllr Burke would remind the owner of Happisburgh Manor regarding the passing places
4. Councillor reports
4.1 Chairman’s report.  The Chairman noted that he had been in regular contact with Brian Farrow.  He informed the Council that the rocks would be moved when the marine license was approved.  He noted that the toe of the ramp regularly is removed by the sea, and reinstated by Renosteel.  The Chairman explained that this is because the toe of the ramp and the cliff have no strength in them, they are simply sand.  Cllr Burke explained that she was concerned that children are climbing up and over the cliff and damaging further the fragile cliff.  The Chairman would speak with Rob Young at NNDC about this.  
4.2 Councillors noted that there had been complaints regarding jet skiers off Cart Gap.  It was noted that this is the responsibility of the Lord of the Manor.  Cllr G Siely noted that jet skiis should always be 200m off shore.  It was noted that associated vehicles, if left on the beach, were again the responsibility of NNDC
4.3 The Chairman noted that he had spoken with Vattenfall regarding a lane which had been left off the relevant maps (Rollesby Way – from the Owl Barn).  He was speaking with Vattenfall about this and would follow up on it
4.4 The Chairman was dealing with a company in order to obtain a grab lorry to move the earth from the grups, and had received a quotation for approximately £350 plus £100 for a banksman.  He noted that Mathew Williamson was undertaking an excellent job on the verge cutting.  
4.5 The Chairman and other Councillors noted that the verge cutting would need to be undertaken again by the end of June.  The Chairman and Cllr C Siely would liaise with Mathew Williamson to determine when he next intended to undertake verge cutting, so that an interim cut could be undertaken when required
4.6 Cllr G Siely noted that he had received a complement on the cleanliness of the toilet block.  The Clerk would thank the cleaners for their good work
4.7 Cllr G Siely noted that there were some issues at the allotments regarding tenants not gardening their allotment.  Cllr Siely would hold a meeting with Cllr Love and the Chairman to discuss a way forward
4.8 Cllr Mole noted that the Wenn Evans door would be replaced with a new one for £90
4.9 Cllr S Stockton explained that she had recently attended a sandscaping meeting in Lincolnshire.  She confirmed that none of the delegates felt that Happisburgh would benefit from the sandscaping at Bacton, but that Walcott and Bacton would benefit.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Stockton very much indeed for taking time out of a schedule to attend the meeting.  
5. Correspondence
5.1 Shaun Martin.  SAM2 sign update.  Mr Martin explained that the SAM2 had been at Holly Farm, and that during the month 15500 cars had passed by the SAM2, with an average of 85% running at 33.6 mph with 5 cars at a maxinmum speed of 55 mph.  The Chairman thanked Shaun for his work on the SAM2
5.2 Happisburgh Coastwatch.  Thanks for donation and request to visit Coastwatch.  Noted
5.3 CPR training confirmed as November 20th at 7pm in the Wenn Evans Centre.  Cllr D Burke confirmed that she would arrange teas and biscuits for the event
5.4 Happisburgh School.  Thank you letter for donation.  Laptops due to arrive soon.  Noted
5.5 Zurich Insurance.  Confirmation of insurance of the T&T bell.  This insurance information had been circulated by email by the Clerk
6 Adjourn the meeting for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

6.1. District and County Councillor reports. County Cllr Eric Seward gave the Council an update on Norfolk County Council and on North Norfolk District Council.  He explained that the draft Local Plan draft had been originally due December 2017 but would now not be published until January 2019.  He also noted that the District Council budget for community transport was being reduced and that all transport organisations were under pressure
6.2. It was noted that the bund at the new caravan park was not large enough.  It was understood that the enforcement officer was involved.  Cty Cllr Seward was asked to chase this matter

7.1. To consider agreeing the Terms of Reference document for the Time and Tide Bell (following amendments at the May meeting).  The Council discussed this TOR document.  It was agreed that two amendments had needed adding (at the previous meeting)and that a member of the T&T bell team would send the Clerk a copy of the revised TOR.  The two amendments were i) the T&T bell group would not depend on the PC for any financial or other matters, and ii) all activities for ever after the installation would be the responsibility of the T&T bell team   
7.2. To consider fixing in to an Energy Plan with British Gas from 1st August 2018.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would renew the British Gas contract and fix in to a 3 year Long term agreement
7.3. To consider purchasing 30 mph wheelie bins stickers for the residents of Beach Road.  After discussion, it was AGREED that the Clerk would work with residents of Beach Road and allow spending of up to £50 for stickers as agreed
