MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 11th December 2018 AT 7.30PM

1. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Love had sent his apologies
2. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  None
3. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 12th November and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
4. Councillor reports
4.1.1 Erosion / ramp.  The Chairman explained that the ramp had been recut 10 days beforehand but that the side was falling away again.  He also noted that there had been more cliff falls and that the cliff was nearly at the picnic area.  There had also been some serious cliff falls in the bay.  The Chairman explained that the sea was at the foot of the cliff at every tide.  He suggested that the Parish Council meet with NNDC members to discuss erosion in January before 16th January, which was the date when a response would be required from the VF meeting which had occurred on 10/12/18 (the previous night).  The Clerk would arrange for a meeting with officers of NNDC.  
The Chairman noted that VF had planned to close the cart track for the duration of the project, but that the Council wished to prevent this from happening.  NCC had suggested that the track could be converted into a restricted byway.  Cllr C Siely asked if this would impact on neighbouring landowners in terms of legislation and responsibilities.  The Chairman would check this with NCC Highways.  

4.1.2 Vattenfall meeting 10.12.18.  The Chairman noted that he had attended a meeting in Kings Lynn the previous day.  The meeting had taken up over 6 hours and had included 13 members of VF as well as 11 public.  He explained that if VF decided to change their plans from DC to AC, they would need to put a new application in and start the entire project again.  He noted that the Council would need to put together a plan for accompanied site visits.  He offered to mark a plan up for this.  He also noted that VF had based their assumptions on information from the SMP and that the consultants who had put together the information (inaccurate, with the benefit of hindsight) for the SMP were also the consultants who had undertaken research for VF.  The Parish Council AGREED that the Chairman should act as he sees fit, and with the support of the PC when dealing with VF regarding the cliffs and the planning inspectors.  Cllr Burke asked that the Chairman keep her informed on the dates when the planning inspectors would visit so that she could make sure the Lighthouse was free and the Planning inspectors could use the Lighthouse
4.1.3 Coastal Path.  Jack Davidson of NCC had put together a recommendation for the diversion of the Coastal Footpath.  The Council AGREED this, the Clerk would respond to Mr Davidson and include the owners of The Manor
4.2 Any further Councillor reports
4.2.1 Cllrs Burke and Mole.  Survey responses.  Cllrs Burke and Mole had kindly undertaken the survey on behalf of the Parish Council.  All the residents of Beach Road had been surveyed and 10 replies had been received as well as one email and one message.  9 people had responded that they would like a speed limit reduction down to 20 mph.  8/12 people had responded regarding the parking places although some residents felt that people would then park in the parking places.  5/12 people believed that yellow lines would help on Beach road.  5/12 residents felt that extending the car park and having an ‘exit’ would help resolve some of the issues.  There were some concerns over house value.  Cllrs Mole / Burke would check on the possible existence of old yellow lines, which could be reinstated.  The Clerk would work through the points of one parishioner and liaise with the Highways Officer.  
4.2.2 Cllr Mole noted that there were 2 x Christmas functions booked for over the Christmas period and that some work was required to the fridge and dishwasher and heaters

4.2.3 Cllr Burke noted that there was an increase in school numbers due to the sad demise of St Nicholas House School in North Walsham.

4.2.4 Cllrs who had attended the recent training sessions (all Councillors with the exception of the Chairman and Cllr Love) noted that if the Council wished to do so it could hold private elements to Parish Council meetings.  Various other questions were asked such as regarding the Clerk’s appraisals (held annually) and the standing orders (reviewed annually) and the duration of meetings (which could stop after 2 hours).  The Chairman explained that the Council would be unlikely to hold a private element to a meeting unless a discussion needed to be held regarding an employee
5. Correspondence
5.1 Shaun Martin.  SAM2 sign update.  There was no SAM2 results for the month
5.2 Letter to First responders to thank them for CPR training 20/11/18.  The Council confirmed that a donation of £50 could be sent to the CPR trainer for him to give to a charity of his choice
5.3 NCC Highways.  Response to SAM2 request on Whimpwell Street.  The Highways Engineer had confirmed that the SAM2 could be placed in either direction as the PC saw fit.  The Clerk would order 2 x additional brackets
5.4 UEA student.  Advice / assistance required.  The Clerk would revert and invite the student to attend the next meeting
5.5 Norwich Western Link team.  Responses requested concerning recommended route.  Councillors agreed that they would liaise directly with the Link Team rather than send a Parish Council unanimous response
6 Adjourn the meeting for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

The meeting was adjourned at 8.16pm
6.1. District and County Councillor reports. Cty Cllr Seward explained that the Council tax would be going up by 2.99% and that the County Council had received relief this year in terms of Social Services and Highways.  He also explained that the County Council would be reverting to a cabinet system chosen by the controlling party.  

Cllr Seward also explained that in terms of the District Council planning consent had been given for the Sandscaping project, and that the Boreas consultation was underway but that there were significant concerns regarding erosion

The Clerk was asked to check the progress of the work by NCC Highways regarding the hedge sticking out into the road and preventing scooters and the like from getting past.

Cllr Mole kindly offered to check Beach Road to see if there was any evidence of yellow lines.  

The Clerk would speak with the Highways Engineer regarding the trees opposite the pond, which were growing too large and could pose a danger to the public.  An officer from Highways had been to look at the trees but no action had taken place
The meeting was reconvened at 9.30pm

7 Agenda items

7.1. To discuss the relocation of the car park, following Councillors having looked at the plans and the field in relation to the plans.  Cllr Love had discussed a new idea with the Chairman, who outlined the idea that the car park could go behind the toilet block with the track close to the Lighthouse track.  He noted that the car park should have been safe from erosion for 25 years (according to consultants) but that this did not look likely with the current rate of progress.  It was agreed that residents would probably prefer this new option.  It was noted that the road might be required to be one way.  The Chairman would speak with Peter Lawton about this idea, and would update the Council at the January meeting
7.2. To consider and agree a precept request figure for 2019/2020.  The following budget and precept request was confirmed for 2019/2020, and the precept request confirmed as £4412
