MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 11th March 2019 AT 7.30PM

1. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr T Love
2. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  The Chairman asked Cllr Burke if she had a prejudicial interest in items regarding the caravan park.  Cllr Burke replied that she did not have any prejudicial views on these items and was not involved in any financial dealings with the applicant
3. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11th February and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
4. Chairman’s report
4.1.1 Common ground document – VF.  The Chairman had been in touch with VF referring to the times of the work (within the year), the erosion, the decommissioning of the equipment and the road crossing.  He noted that the DCO declared that VF would not use the beach access.  The Chairman had also asked VF what their description ‘significantly noisy’ meant and also some questions regarding the water quality issue.  He explained that the Planning Inspector had asked VF about compensation for the mitigation but that none would be forthcoming.  The Chairman also noted that he felt that there were many questions around the idea of a radar station.  VF had agreed to put in place 6 new radar points.  The Chairman would be raising this point with VF on 27/3/19 at the accompanied Planning Inspector visit.  The Chairman had also put in a query on 11/3/19 regarding abnormal loads.  He noted that there would be an accompanied site inspection on 25/3/19 at 10am and that there would be another open floor hearing coming up.  The Chairman did note, though, that he had managed to extract from VF an offer to use VF machinery for the use of the new car park, if timings could work.  
4.1.2 Coast Path realignment.  The Chairman noted that the Trails officers were still juggling with this work and that there was no new update
4.1.3 Rock bund relocation.  The Chairman informed the Council that the rock bund realignment was going well but that the tides were holding up the work sometimes

4.1.4 Other Councillor reports
4.1.4.1 Cllr Ritchie noted that there was a possibility that the recreation ground could be used for football again.  
4.1.4.2 Cllr Mole noted that the W/Evans Centre had received a new club booking – for Judo training

5.1 Shaun Martin.  SAM2 sign update.  The SAM2 had been located at the village sign and 85% of cars had been travelling at 32.9 mph, with a top speed of 55 mph.

6.1. Nick Westlake of NNDC had kindly attended the meeting to discuss the caravan park application.  Following much discussion and clarification from the applicant and the planning officer, together with members of the public and Councillors, decisions were reached on items 9.2 and 9.3

6.2. District and County Councillor reports. Cllr Seward explained that the NNDC had set their Council Tax, which (for a Band D household) would be an increase of approximately £4.95.  He also noted that on May 7th the Local Plan would be published

7.1. To discuss the relocation of the car park.  The Chairman noted that the architect that he had engaged had not been able to complete the work.  The Chairman would speak with Matthew Williamson to source a new architect
7.2. To consider the Zurich Municipal insurance documentation for the upcoming financial year.  The Clerk explained that the Policy Schedule had been received.  It included insurances for the Wenn Evans Centre, the Sports Pavilion, the toilet block (for buildings) and the bus shelter, 2 x pay and display machines, play equipment at the W/Evans Centre, 2 x sheds, the play space fencing including installation and delivery, the play space equipment at Beach Road including seating, the new gang mower, the floor cleaner for the W/Evans Centre, and the T&T bell.  The Clerk would confirm with Zurich that this also included the 2 x defibrillators and the CCTV

9. The following Planning applications were considered:
9.1. LA/19/0248.  Manor Barn, Coronation Road.  Reinstatement of internal doorway.  Supported
9.2. PF/18/2188.  Manor Caravan Park, North Walsham Road.  Variation of conditions 2 and 4 (approved site plans), 3 (original site's restoration plan), 8 (landscaping scheme) and 11 (new site's access entrance details) of planning permission PF/14/0120 (relocation of Manor Farm caravan park to form 194 space caravan site and camping area) (Appeal Decision ref APP/Y2620/A/14/2228049): amendments to reduce the height and width of the perimeter bund from 2.5m to 1.5m height, introduce lighting bollards, introduce an enclosure for siting LPG tanks and site of an electricity substation, amend landscaping scheme details, amend site entrance design details, and propose a landscaping restoration scheme for the existing site (reconsultation amended plans and description) Supported (with 0350 below being a much preferred option)
9.3. PF/19/0350.  Variation of conditions 2 and 4 (approved site plans), 3 (original site's restoration plan), 8 (landscaping scheme), 11 (new site access entrance details) and 12 (drainage) of planning permission PF/14/0120 (relocation of Manor Farm caravan park to form 194 space caravan site and camping area [Appeal Decision ref APP/Y2620/A/14/2228049]). Amendments to: Provide an enclosure for siting LPG tanks and a new electrical substation/switch room; Amended landscaping scheme details to provide an earth bund of 2.5 metres height; Amend the hard surfacing within the site from an impermeable to a permeable surface type; Revise the detail of drainage for surface water to omit to the drainage ditch adjacent to the bund; Extend the bund eastwards from the north-east corner along the boundary adjoining the neighbouring approved housing development; Amend site entrance design details; and, Propose a landscaping restoration scheme for the existing site.  Supported
