MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD AT THE WENN EVANS CENTRE ON 13th May 2019 AT 7.30PM

1. To Welcome those present

2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr D Burke, Cllr T Love, Cllr D Mole
3. To elect a Chairman and Vice Chairman.  Cllr G Berry was confirmed as the Chairman, and Cllr D Mole as the Vice Chairman.  No other nominations were received
4. To confirm members of Committees.  It was agreed that this item should be postponed to the following meeting
5. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  Vattenfall declarations, as previously agreed.  Cllr C Siely – hedge cutting contracts
6. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 8th April 2019 and matters arising (for information only).  The minutes were agreed.  
7. Chairman’s report (Item 4 was postponed to the end of the meeting, as Cllr Love was due to attend the meeting late, following a PC meeting in Walcott)
7.1.1 Common ground document – VF.  The Chairman had been constantly working with VF to realign the SoCG.  A working party was put together so as to save time at a Parish Council meeting, but they had not met.  In particular, the Chairman noted that he was concerned about 24 hour working.  VF had confirmed that the landfall work would take around 14 weeks to finish.  A Parishioner noted that he felt that the ground vibration would be the big influence, rather than the noise levels, which were said to be fairly low.  The Chairman noted that he was hoping that VF would agree to day time working only.  He also was pressing for statutory lighting levels only.  He explained that VF were continuing to use the SMP, even though it was many years out of date.  The Council AGREED that the Chairman should correspond with VF as he saw fit, following his extensive work and research on the subject.  The Chairman also voiced his concerns regarding the decommissioning process such as the removal of concrete slabs.  He noted that VF had confirmed that they would not be using the beach or the car park or driving through the village centre and that there would be minimum noise impact. The Chairman had asked VF again about possible compensation for the village, which had again been turned down.  He had, though, received confirmation that VF may assist with the new road to the car park, but that it would be doubtful as to whether the timings would coincide.  The Council thanked the Chairman very much for his ongoing hard work on the subject
7.1.2 Coast Path realignment.  The Chairman noted that the Trails officers had no further update.  The Clerk would follow up on this prior to the next meeting
7.1.3 Rock bund relocation.  No further update

7.1.4.1 None
8. Correspondence
8.1 Shaun Martin.  SAM2 sign update.  Mr Martin confirmed that the Sam2 had been at Lighthouse Close for a month, where 7500 vehicles had passed the machine, with 85% travelling at 32.6 or slower mph, with one vehicle travelling at 60 mph.  Similar statistics had been recorded at Coronation Close the previous week
At 7.49pm the Chairman left the meeting due to an accident on the beach.  The Clerk read the items of correspondence in his absence
8.2 NNDC.  Receipt of controlled waste transfer note for 1100 litre for recycling and landfill bins  Noted
8.3 NNDC.  Local Plan consultation. Posters were distributed
8.4 NCC.  Highways.  Flooding on Beach Road.  The Highways Ranger had contacted the Clerk to note that she had looked through records and found that for the previous 2 years there had been no reports of flooding on Beach Road and no indication of any problems from drainage contractors.  It was noted that the flooding was standing water in potholes.  The Clerk would revert to Highways with this information
8.5 NNDC.  Planning officer for Caravan Park application.  Information regarding Planning Hearing.  The Clerk read an email which she had received in response to some queries which she had raised following the previous meeting: ‘As you may know, Planning Committee was held this morning. During that hearing both applications 19/0103 (LPG Tank Compound) and 19/0350 (Landscaping, drainage, layout) were approved. The later application deals with height and location of the bund. If the bund has not been constructed in accordance with approved plans then it is a matter for the enforcement department to decide if it is expedient to take action to rectify the position or not. I would add that any works to increase the height (perhaps laying turf on top), if that is required, would be difficult while the bund is still in the stage of settling into the landscape however this would be a matter for the enforcement team to make judgement on.  What I would say is that the bund was not specifically referred to by the Appeal Inspector as a feature to protect residential amenity in terms of Light, Noise and Visual pollution see Paragraph 35 of the original appeal decision. Although I accept this feature clearly helps in this regard. I am concerned about the location of the caravans not being in accordance with the approved plans. Again this is a matter for the enforcement department. I have included William Abe, the Enforcement Team Leader into this email and he shall hopefully be able to respond to you directly as to what action if any his department is proposing to take in this regard. Again, given the distances from the rear building lines of the neighbouring properties on The Street being approximately 35 metres plus, expediency of any action is the main question we must ask. Ie would planning permission be refused if the status quo on site remained, as the impact of the current development as built is demonstrably worse on the amenity of neighbouring properties and appearance of the site as a whole than what the approved plans indicated originally.’  
8.6 NNDC.  Affordable Housing update.  NNDC had forwarded to the Clerk a public consultation response following the event on 11 February.  There had been 35 forms filled in by residents.  Noted
The Chairman returned to the meeting at 8.09pm
6 Adjourn the meeting for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

The meeting was adjourned at 8.12 pm
6.1. Concerns were noted regarding the erosion getting to the entrance to the Car Park on Beach Road.  This was discussed at length, which led on to a more general discussion about the relocation of the car park.  
6.2. The new District Councillor was at the meeting – Lucy Shires.  Cty Cllr Eric Seward had also attended the meeting.  Both gave reports 

6.3. It was noted that the static caravans had been allowed on to the caravan site and that the NNDC Planning dept planned to undertake another inspection.  The Cty Cllr noted that perhaps in retrospect the Planning Inspectorate should not have required that compliance only need take place in October, but that non-compliance should have been an ongoing concern

6.4. The Chairman noted that he had contacted the owners of Happisburgh Manor and asked that they cut the hedge back on the corner of Beach Road

6.5. Complaints regarding the old caravan site rubbish was noted, in particular from Mrs Munday (by email).  The District Councillor would follow up on this with Environmental Health at NNDC.  Concerns were also discussed regarding the greenhouse on the cliff edge at the end of Beach Road.  The District Councillor would follow this up at NNDC and with the Clerk
6.6. Cty Cllr Seward confirmed that he was the Deputy Leader of NNDC.  The Council congratulated Cllr Seward on his well-deserved appointment

6.7. A parishioner asked the Parish Council if the Cubs group could litter pick on the beach, fully supervised.  The Council thanked the parishioner for his involvement.  The Clerk would let Mrs Munday know, for the sake of good order
The meeting was reconvened at 8.40pm

7 Agenda items

7.1. To discuss the relocation of the car park.  This item had been discussed during the public session.  The Chairman would progress this during the month
7.2. Confirmation of bank mandate for Co-op and Natwest accounts.  Cllrs Stockton, Berry and G Siely were confirmed as the signatories on all Accounts
7.3. To consider asking the County Councillor for money from his Highways budget for roundels near the school to reduce traffic speeds.  This item would be postponed until a future meeting
7.4. To nominate an individual to manage the play equipment at the Wenn Evans Centre.  The Council noted that Cllr Mole had undertaken this role in the past but had been unable to attend the meeting.  The Clerk would contact him to confirm that he was willing to undertake the role for a further 12 months
7.5. To consider idea for DHC sites, following another request from the DHC team at NNDC.  The Chairman noted that the DHC had meant that the Cart Gap toilet block was open all year round.  He noted that unfortunately the panels couldn’t be placed near the toilet block because of erosion / longevity
