MEASURES TO CONSIDER:

Playground
Will remain closed, in line with government advice

Car Park

· The Council has contacted NNDC and asked that the refuse collection team be aware that the car park will open and that refuse collection is of paramount importance.  NNDC has acknowledged this and will do their utmost.  Serco will also be asked the empty the bins Friday/ Saturday as the bins are currently fairly full already

· Consideration given to any ‘pinch points’ such as the kissing gate.  Council to identify options such as removing one or two rails to encourage social distancing

· Notices around car park encouraging social distancing

· Notices at the top and bottom of the ramp encouraging social distancing

· P&D machine – vinyl gloves to be available.  Hand sanitiser to be available.  Regular cleaning of the machine with disinfectant

· Perhaps lines marked out for walkways?

Toilet block

· Hand sanitiser available
· Gloves outside toilet block
· Spray antibac in each toilet 
· Toilets to be cleaned with Suredis
· The Whole block to be fogged with Ultra AX
· Opening times limited to peak times
· If at any point Roy and Marie feel that the toilet block should be closed, it is suggested that the PC gives them the unilateral decision to close the toilet block without further recourse to Councillors
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
