MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 11th October 2021 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE AT 7.30PM

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  All Councillors were present
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  Cllr Howson declared an interest in that she lives on Beach Road and therefore has an interest in Car Park rollback discussions.  Cllr C Siely declared an interest in any items concerning Vattenfall as he owns land which may be affected by Norfolk Boreas and Norfolk Vanguard.  Cllr C Siely noted an interest in grass cutting discussions as the Council uses his business for grass cutting to supplement County Council grass cutting round the village.  Cllr Love declared an interest in Vattenfall matters on the same basis as Cllr C Siely, and also on car park matters on the basis that he owns the surrounding land
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 13th September 2021. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. Chairman’s report.  The Chairman thanked all those members of the Council and parishioners who had helped deliver the leaflets round the village.  
5.2. Other Councillor reports,  Cllr Ritchie noted that she had held a meeting with the Arboriculturist from NNDC who was satisfied that the old hedge on the Playing Field would be removed and new hedging would be donated and planted in its place
6. Correspondence

6.1. Chairman.  Parkeon machine update.  The Chairman noted that he would work on this during the month with Mr Martin
6.2. Clerk.  Change of financial year for Pavilion and Playing field charity for finances to tie-in with Parish Council financial year.  The Clerk explained the reasons for changing the financial year in line with the PC financial year.  This was AGREED
6.3. Caravan park.  Dog bin.  The Clerk explained that the Council would be taking on the cost of emptying these bins as they are used by tourists and by the caravan park residents.  The Clerk would check that Serco could gain access to the bins
6.4. Parishioner.  Parking for the school.  A parishioner had contacted the Clerk to ask if it is possible to park in the pub car park for school drop off.  Cllr Stockton noted that there was no issue with parking in the pub car park but that the land is privately owned.  The Clerk would revert
6.5. AIBMS Data Security Compliance.  The Clerk explained that the bank was insisting that the Council fill in paper work to confirm its data security compliance.  She explained that the paperwork is incredibly complex.  She noted that she would need to put together data compliance policies etc.  The Council AGREED that the steps that the Clerk had put in place were satisfactory, especially when considering that the Council (nor the Clerk) has access to any sensitive information from the P&D machine software
6.6. Norfolk ALC.  Parish and Town Council Plaques to commemorate the work of communities during the pandemic.  The Clerk explained that she had applied for this plaque and that the Council would need to ascertain where the plaque could be placed
6.7. NCC Highways.  Information regarding mirror.  The Clerk explained that she had asked the Highways Engineer for permission to affix a mirror to the side of the road and that it would be on private land. On that basis the Highways Engineer had approved the mirror.  The Council thanked Cllr Beane very much for putting up the mirror in his garden and confirmed that it had enormously helped with safety in the village
7. Adjourn the meeting at 2003 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  
District Cllr Lucy Shires updated the Council on District Council and Parish considerations.  Cllr Shires (via the Clerk) had circulated her report to the Council in advance of the meeting.  
It was AGREED that the Clerk would contact NNDC regarding the dropped kerb and would attempt to put in a variation of conditions on the existing planning application for the car park (from 2011)

8.4. To discuss cleaning rates for winter for the toilet block at the car park.  The Council AGREED to retain the current cleaning rates until January and including the January payment on the basis that Christmas would be busy and that the cleaning contractors are still visiting the toilet block three times per day
8.5. To receive information regarding drone footage on VF surveys.  Hexcam had attended the Parish Council meeting to explain about the legalities of drone videos and to explain a little more about the VF work that he was undertaking
8.6. To discuss a draft fee estimate from La Ronde Wright for managing the consultation for alternative car park options.  AGREED.
