MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllrs C Siely and Stockton had sent their apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  Cllr Howson declared an interest in that she lives on Beach Road and therefore has an interest in Car Park rollback discussions.  Cllr Love declared an interest in Vattenfall matters (Norfolk Boreas and Norfolk Vanguard)   and also on car park matters on the basis that he owns the surrounding land
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11th October 2021. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. The Chairman noted that trees had been allocated for the Wenn Evans Centre round the perimeter of the bank.  
It was noted that there was an issue with taxis delivering children to school parking on the hatching outside the school.  Cllr Howson kindly offered to speak with the school on this subject

Cllr Ritchie noted that the work on the recreation ground would start during the week

6. Correspondence
6.1. PHS group.  Duty of Care certificate received for the Car Park toilet block.  Noted
6.2. Parishioner.  Dropped kerb at car park.  The Clerk explained that there had been an email from a parishioner explaining that he felt that the parish council should set a good example by completing the works as specified in the Permitted Development Rights.  The Council discussed this at length and also the fact that the dropped kerb would cost around £1680 to reinstate.  The Council noted that it was currently in the hands of NNDC, which would be contacting the Clerk regarding the retrospective planning for the dropped kerb.  Cllr Howson noted that she felt that the kerb should be reinstated.
6.3. NNDC.  Precept request and details of tax base.  The Clerk explained the relevance of the tax base and the effect on precept.  It was noted that budgeting and the setting of precept would take place at the following meeting
6.4. NNDC Planning.  Information regarding the old caravan park site.  The Clerk noted that a planning enforcement officer had attended site and found no issue.  Noted.  It was noted that there were some pallets which needed to be removed.  The Clerk would contact the owners of the caravan park
6.5. ICO.  Confirmation of re-registration.  The Council AGREED that this registration was necessary and noted that the cheque was on the agenda for payment
6.6. Parishioner. Required replacement of dog stickers on telegraph poles.  Following discussion, the Council agreed that the Clerk should purchase these stickers for the village
6.7. Request for donation (could wait until March) – North Norfolk Community Transport.  It was agreed that this would wait until the March meeting
7. Adjourn the meeting at 2003 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  
District Cllr Lucy Shires updated the Council on District Council and Parish considerations.  Cllr Shires (via the Clerk) had circulated her report to the Council in advance of the meeting.  
Mrs Munday gave the Council an update on the zip wire on the playground and noted that in future the wire could be kept longer as it had suffered very little wear and tare.

Flowbird have offered to exchange the 4G modem and antenna for the LAN Modem for no cost but simply to charge the call out fee and the labour (£300 + VAT).  The Council AGREED that one machine (the one at the car park) should be updated with these works
