MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 14th February 2022 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE AT 7.30PM

Permission was granted to record the meeting

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllrs Stockton and Ritchie had sent their apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllrs Love and Cllr C Siely declared an interest in discussions regarding the car park.  
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 14th December 2021. APPROVED.  It was noted that Cllr Howson had not declared an interest at the previous meeting as she no longer lives on Beach Road.  Cllr C Siely also noted that he had declared an interest in items concerning Vattenfall.  
The Chairman invited Alastair Curren to speak to the Council in order to save his time, rather than at item 8.5.  Mr Curren explained the current status of the planning application for the temporary track.  He also explained that he would need to incorporate the planning application for the rollback of the car park because the application for the temporary track is within the erosion zone.  Mr Curren explained that following widespread and various public consultation no possible future solution had been found except a car park rollback.  
Following Mr Curren’s discussion with the Council, the Chairman adjourned the meeting at 7.45pm in order to ask members of the public if they wishes to speak.  

Mrs Munday noted that her preference regarding the playspace would be to move the whole playspace but to leave the pirate ship where it currently is.  

The meeting was reconvened at 8.06pm
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. The Chairman noted that his only comments related to items already on the agenda.
5.2. Further Councillor reports
5.2.1. Cllr G Siely had taken £145 in allotment revenue during the month.  
5.2.2. Cllr Beane noted that there was an issue with Lanterns Lane – both the hedges and the potholes and mud.  Cllr Love would speak with the landowner.  Cllr C Siely noted that the issue was the lorries and the fact that the satnav directions were sending lorries in that direction.  The Clerk would speak with Cty Cllr Shires
6. Correspondence
6.1. Time and Tide Bell team.  Funding from Arts Council.  The Clerk noted that the Arts Council had donated £13,000 to the fund.  The Clerk had not received the relevant bank statement in order to check the receipt.  
6.2. Public Space Protection Orders – consideration regarding dog ban on playing field.  Council did not wish to make any changes to the recreation ground dog rules – dogs are required to stay on a lead on the recreation ground but are not banned
6.3. Autorecyclers Limited , Grubb Street, Happisburgh, NR12 OQZ: New industrial building for storage on an existing vehicle dismantling site.: DLH Autorecyclers.  Application approved.  Noted
6.4. Visitor.  Complaint regarding car park charges.  Noted.  The Clerk would check the NNDC prices against the current car park prices.  
6.5. NCC.  Note regarding obstruction of public highway at the Hill.  The Council noted that whilst it was not qualified to comment on items pertaining to restricted byways, it was generally quite keen that the gate stayed in place as it prevented travellers from accessing the area.
6.6. Parishioner.  Concern regarding placement of dog bins.  The Council noted that it couldn’t comment on items relating to the caravan park.  The Clerk would revert
7. Adjourn the meeting at 2029 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  
Mrs Rosemary Munday had kindly undertaken her usual diligent work on the playspace and confirmed that there had been a catastrophic failure on the zipwire.  The seat would be replaced without charge.  There was also an issue with rusty metal struts on the zipwire.  The Council AGREED to costs of £330.30 for a new nest swing and pole and between £150 and £550 for additional potential works.  The Council AGREED to these costs and thanked Mrs Munday for her continued work on the playspace
A member of the public noted a dip where the ice cream van sits – Shaun Martin kindly agreed to fill it in before the Easter season
7.2. Public participation
7.3. Reconvene the meeting
The meeting was reconvened at 2059 hrs
8. Agenda items
8.1. To receive an update on the ice cream van contract for 2022 and to determine which concession to approve for the year.  The Council had received tenders for the ice cream van concession and agreed to the tender from Mr Tate.  The Clerk would contact other tenderers to thank them for their interest.  Cllrs also agreed that it planned to publish the new tender in September with a view to making a decision in October 2022
8.2. To receive information from Mr R Goodliffe of NNDC and to discuss potential grant funding from the VF fund (postponed to March meeting).  Noted
8.3. To consider action regarding the resignation of Carol Palfrey from the Wenn Evans Centre and from the Charles Sumner Trust.  The Chairman noted that Carol Palfrey would be stepping down after many years. The Chairman would speak to Ms Palfrey to consider some text, which would be circulated via social media and on the parish council website.  
8.4. To consider purchasing a beacon as per a quotation from Abfab ltd.  Cllrs thanked Cllr Love very much for his offer of building a beacon himself for the village.  The Council would pay for costs.  
8.5. To receive information from Alastair Curren of La Ronde Wright.  The Council discussed at length the options available and agreed that it would need to consider not only the costs which the Council would incur but also future costs.  There was general concern that if there was no car park there would be parking throughout the village on roads and at Low Light.  The council AGREED by vote (with one abstention) to ask La Ronde Wright to put together costings for obtaining planning permission.
