1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Stockton had sent her apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. None  
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 14th February 2022. APPROVED.  It was noted that the value of the time and tide bell was £13.5K rather than £13K

8.6. To consider insurance on the T&T bell – public liability covered, but a value is needed for replacement if the PC is to insure the bell itself.  Cllr Howson (following the meeting) noted that the bell should be insured for £40K and that the artist would cover any additional costs if the bell needed to be replaced
8.7. To consider giving the Clerk delegated authority to approve playspace works as necessary.  The Parish Council did not approve this as it wished to see all payments come through the Council
8.8. To consider a date for the July meeting – Monday 18th July and to confirm all meeting dates for the year.  Approved
