MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 11th April 2022 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE AT 7.30PM

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Stockton and Cllr C Siely had sent their apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. None  
The Chairman invited Mr R Goodliffe to address the meeting.  He gave an update on three items: namely additional rock armour, the re-cutting of the ramp, and the new government programme for investment in the area.  He explained that he is willing to work with the Parish Council to look at options for additional rock armour – potentially for a grant application to Vattenfall.  He also explained that the ramp would be recut as soon as the relevant permissions were granted.  He acknowledged that the delay was frustrating for all.  
Mr Goodliffe went on to explain that the new government programme for coastal investment was for East Riding and for North Norfolk.  He would be working with all relevant stake holders to research how the grant may best be applied for

The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 7.56pm for public session

Within the public session the Chairman invited Vattenfall (Denise Hone – Senior Stakeholder and Community Engagement Manager)) to address the meeting.  She introduced herself and her colleague Will Sealey (Community Liaison Officer).  She explained that funding would be available for circulation by quarter for 2023.  Ms Hone hoped that she could put together a workshop to look into how Vattenfall could give grant funding for help within the village.  She explained that Vattenfall have allocated £15 million for grant funding.  She noted that the village may wish to put together suggestions for grant funding.  
Cllr Love asked Ms Hone to research how the sand pockets were to be prevented.  

During the public session, the Chairman also invited the County and District Councillor Lucy Shires, to speak as she needed to leave the meeting, and did so at 20:35
