1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  All Councillors were present
3. To Elect a Chairman and Vice Chairman.  Cllr Mole was nominated, seconded and duly elected as the Chairman of the Parish Council.  Cllr Ritchie was nominated, seconded and duly elected as the Vice-Chairman of the Parish Council.  Both members signed the acceptance of office forms as required
4. To nominate members of committees.  Approved with no amendment save for Cllr G Siely stepping down after many years of service managing the allotments.  Cllr T Beane had kindly agreed to step into his place.  The Council thanked Cllr Siely very much indeed for his hard work on the allotments over such a long period of time
5. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. None  
6. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11th April 2022. APPROVED

7.1. Chairman’s report.  Information regarding the new exhibition for the Wenn Evans Centre.  The Chairman noted that the new pictures were on the walls.  Councillors agreed that they were an improvement to the décor and thanked the Chairman for his work

7.3. Cllr Howson.  Update on the T&T bell.  Cllr Howson noted that the T&T bell would be returning to the village and would be on the school premises over the next few days.  The Clerk would confirm details of the insurance.  The payment to Mr Vergette was on the agenda for payment.

8.1. Zurich.  Premium increase following 20% increase in buildings insurance and the T&T bell at £40K.  The Clerk had not receiving information from Zurich but would chase them again.  Cllr Howson would undertake all necessary risk assessments up to and including when the T&T bell is in the water

8.3. Parishioner.  Concern that the hedges should be cut as soon as possible.  The Clerk noted that the verges would shortly be cut.  Cllr Love and Cllr C Siely would between them agree any future cuts without needing to revert to the PC.  The Clerk would contact the owner of The Manor to ensure that the Beach Road verge is cut
