1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.

6.2. Highways Engineer concerning rural verge cutting.  The Council had discussed the frustrations with verge cutting in item 5.1 above

The Clerk had corresponded with the owner of The Manor, who had strimmed the verge, but the Clerk had reverted to explain that the hedge needed a good cut back for safety reasons.  The Clerk would speak again to them to ask that the hedge be cut back
