1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllrs Balls, Ritchie and Stockton had sent their apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr C Siely noted an interest in any discussions regarding Vatenfall or Verge Trimming
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 8th July 2022. APPROVED (note the September meeting was replaced by a working party)

5.1. Chairman’s report. The Chairman noted that there would shortly be a new Wenn Evans Committee.  He explained that the Wenn Evans Trust documentation is outdated and incorrect and needed to be re-written.  The Clerk would research the matter.
5.2. The Chairman noted that the verges were not cut by the Council at all during the 2022 Summer season due to the drought.  It was agreed that the verges would be cut (regardless of NCC plans) at the first opportunity in the Summer of 2023.  The Council recorded its thanks to Cllrs Love and C Siely
5.3. It was AGREED that The Clerk should write to the owner of The Manor to look into the cutting of the Beach Road hedge and pushing back of the bank, which had taken over much of the highway.
