1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr C Siely had sent his apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love noted an interest in any discussions regarding Vattenfall
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 10th October. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. Chairman’s report. The Chairman noted that the new Wenn Evans Committee had met three times and had reviewed its rates.  It had also set itself up to run some warm hub trials.  The Council was pleased to hear that there would be a warm hub in the village and thanked the Committee for organising it.  The Chairman noted that the Village Hall cost £10 per hour to hire, plus £5 per hour for cookers.  The Chairman also explained that the Wenn Evans Centre had funded a Diamond Jubilee Bench for the recreation ground.  
The Council discussed the solar panels, and the Clerk informed the Council of the average annual income from solar panels.  Cllr Love offered to lend the Wenn Evans Committee the apparatus to wash the solar panels.  
6. Correspondence
6.1. NALC.  Cost of living crisis – information for circulation and consideration.  Noted
6.2. NNDC.  Miyawaki forest – (shared on social media).  Noted
6.3. Stalham Town Council.  Community Infrastructure Levy. The Clerk and Councillors discussed the CIL and Section 106 at length, and also refreshed their memories about the Neighbourhood Plan suggestion, which Cllr Stockton had looked into.  Councillors confirmed that they had agreed at the time that a Neighbourhood Plan would have quickly become outdated, was expensive and required a massive amount of Councillor input
6.4. NNDC.  Precept information.  The Clerk explained about the requirement for Councillors to be up to date with Council Tax payments in order to vote on precept setting.  The Clerk also explained the new tax base for the financial year 2023/2024
6.5. NALC.  Local Government pay scales amendment.  Noted
6.6. Vattenfall update.  The Clerk read the latest update from Vattenfall.  It was agreed that The Clerk would ask Denise Hone of Vattenfall to attend the January meeting
6.7. Happisburgh Manor.  Update on bank / hedge. The Clerk had received further information from the owners of the Manor that they would review the narrowing of the highway issues.  The Clerk was asked to note this problem with Highways.  In addition, The Clerk would note issues with many dead trees at the top of Beach Road which, if they fell, would damage property and wiring.  The Clerk would copy the County Councillor into concerns
6.8. NNDC.  Seashell demolition.  Noted with regret
6.9. Concerns regarding Beach Road trees.  The Clerk would note issues with many dead trees at the top of Beach Road which, if they fell, would damage property and wiring.  The Clerk would copy the County Councillor into concerns.

Cllr Mole noted that he would speak to the committee and see what legal organization would be able to help
8.2. To confirm receipt of SIM Home Improvements’ Public Liability policy.  Confirmed.  The Clerk would email Councillors regarding the requirement for a public liability certificate for the opening and closing of the gate
8.3. To consider a further location for a flagpole for the village, based on information from NCC Highways ruling out Pump Hill Corner.  It was agreed that this would not be able to proceed due to lack of locations
8.4. To consider any further information regarding the ice cream concession invitation to tender and to approve the wording of the tender document.  APPROVED.   It was agreed that rebate due to the beach being inaccessible due to the ramp being closed would reflect reduction in car park takings and was at the discretion of the Parish Council
8.5. To update links with Happisburgh Primary School and to suggest thoughts on the cost of living crisis to help school children.  Cllrs Balls and Stockton would speak with the school and look at building links and relationship again.  The Council thanked those Councillors
8.6. To consider setting up the Information Commissioner’s Office as a direct debit for the annual subscription, thereby saving £5 per payment.  AGREED
8.7. To consider management and responsibilities for the new bin behind the Wenn Evans Centre.  The Council AGREED that the Wenn Evans Centre would pay for the bin emptying.  The Clerk would set this up with NNDC
