1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Love had sent his apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr C Siely noted an interest in any discussions regarding Vattenfall
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 14th November. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. Chairman’s report. The Chairman noted that there was nothing in particular to report which was not otherwise noted on the agenda
6. Correspondence
6.1. ENQ900217733.  Dead trees at the top of Beach Road.  Reported and discussed with NCC Highways and G Berry.  The Clerk had spoken with G Berry and NCC Highways and had received information that the trees at the top of Beach Road were probably owned by the Church
6.2. ENQ900217734.  Beach Road bank.  The Clerk had spoken with NCC Highways again to attempt to ask them to cut back the bank where it had crept over the road, narrowing it
6.3. Chairman.  Update on the Wenn Evans Trust Document.  The Clerk and Chairman had spoken with Mr Dye at Community Action Norfolk, who would consider looking at the work.  The Chairman also noted that the playing field and the allotments would also need consideration
6.4. EAAA.  Thank you for donation.  The Clerk explained that the EAAA had written to the Council explaining that the donation of £200 would assist with funding missions, providing critical care equipment and supporting aftercare service.  The letter had explained that each mission costs approximately £3,750 and there are approximately 7 missions a day from bases in Norwich and Cambridge.  Noted
6.5. Vattenfall.  Stay connected information.  Noted
6.6. Norfolk CAB.  Thank you letter for donation.  Noted

6.7. NNDC.  Update of electoral role.  The Clerk explained that the electoral role is available for Council works

6.8. Veteran’s Survey – ONS.  Circulation of information.  The Clerk explained that the Veteran’s Society was undertaking a survey of all Veterans

Members of the public had attended the meeting to discuss the planning application for the rolled back car park.  
7.3. Reconvene the meeting

8. Agenda items
8.1. To consider the budget and precept recommendation for the financial year 2023/2024.  The Budget and precept recommendation was proposed as approved, seconded and unanimously AGREED.  The Council APPROVED unanimously a precept with no change (for a band D household).  The new precept would be £4,655
8.2. To receive an update on funds and plans for the Time and Tide Bell.  A representative from the committee had attended the meeting and explained that there was a general requirement for additional fundraising, not necessarily that the funds will be required but just for ‘back up’ funds if additional licenses are required.  The Council would consider ‘underwriting’ these works at the following meeting, prior to further fundraising
8.3. To approve the updated lease documentation for the DHC land at the Car Park.  Councillors had read and approved this updated lease
8.4. To consider applying for the Norfolk Household Community Fund.  Councillors discussed this at length and considered implications and ideas.  It was AGREED following a vote that the Clerk would apply for the fund and revert at the following meeting
8.5. To confirm that the Parish Council holds the General Power of Competence.  CONFIRMED
8.6. (Closed Session) To discuss public liability requirements.  Ms Nierop-Reading had informed the Council prior to the meeting that she had applied for public liability insurance.  This agenda item was therefore not required
8.7. (Closed Session) Ice Cream concession tender decision for the season of 2023/2024.  The Council considered the tenders available to them and approved Scoops ice creams as the concession holder for the following financial year.  The Council also agreed that if the ramp was closed for any reason, any rebate would be in line with car park turnover
