MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr C Siely had sent his apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love noted an interest in any matters pertaining to Vattenfall
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 9th January 2023. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. Chairman’s report. The Chairman noted that the ‘Warm Wednesdays’ in the Wenn Evans Centre were going well and that the team were expanding with new ideas.  The Council congratulated the Wenn Evans team for their kindness with this.  
5.2. Cllr Balls noted that he had received all the allotment monies (£200) and purchased locks as required (£70) for the allotments.  
5.3. Cllr Howson requested information on the SAM2 device.  Mr Martin confirmed that the SAM2 was not currently working due to software issues, which were being worked on.  
5.4. Cllr Stockton noted that there had been two accidents in two days at the main crossroads.  The Clerk would speak to the Highways Engineer to see if Happisburgh could be verge-cut first on the list as opposed to last in previous years
5.5. Cllr Ritchie noted that two walls of the pavilion would be re-cladded over the coming weeks
6. Correspondence
6.1. Poster for Council services.  The Clerk would share this poster widely.  
6.2. To note the resignation of G Siely.  The Council noted the sad resignation of Cllr Siely who had been a member of the Council for many years and worked tirelessly for the village at the allotments, the car park and all round the village.  He would be sorely missed
6.3. Zurich insurance.  Insurance confirmation for term April 2023 for a year.  Noted 
6.4. Planning Places – planning application update.  The Clerk explained that the Highways Engineer had objected to the planning application for the car park rollback.  The Council agreed to work with the Highways consultants to put together a response for the Highways Engineer
6.5. Meeting dates confirmation.  The Clerk confirmed the July meeting would take place on Monday July 17th to form a bridge between the June meeting and the August meeting
6.6. Resident.  Query regarding Short Lane ownership.  The Clerk read an email from a resident of Short Lane who had queried the ownership of land.  The Clerk would reply to explain that the land registry would be the best option for determining the ownership of land.  
6.7. Denise Hone.  Vattenfall update.  Ms Hone had not attended the meeting.  
6.8. NNDC.  Coastal adaptation supplementary planning consultation.  Following discussion, it was agreed that the Clerk would put together a letter in response to the supplementary planning consultation.  The Clerk would liaise with Councillors and parishioners to formulate a response
6.9. Coastal marathon.  Change of date to 14th May 2023.  It was subsequently noted that the marathon has been cancelled
