1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr K Ritchie had sent her apologies, which were accepted
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love and Cllr C Siely noted an interest in any matters pertaining to Vattenfall and to the car park / planning application
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 13th February 2023. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. Chairman’s report. The Chairman noted that he was looking forward to the upcoming visit of Princess Anne to the lighthouse

5.2. Further Councillor reports

5.2.1. Cllr Balls noted that he had rented out two additional allotments.  The Council congratulated him on this work and thanked him for his ongoing work on the allotments

5.2.2. Cllr Howson.  Wenn Evans Flagpole.  Cllr Howson noted that she was working towards the purchase of a flagpole for outside the Wenn Evans Centre

5.2.3. Clerk.  Note that rate relief has been applied for for the Beach Road Car Park.  Rates are £4,391.20

6. Correspondence
6.1. NALC.  Electrical vehicle charging points.  The Council agreed to register an interest in this scheme in order to receive more information.  Charging points could be the Wenn Evans Centre or the proposed car park
6.2. NCC.  TPO served.  Rear of Old Tythe Cottage, North Walsham Road, Happisburgh.  The owner of the property had attended the meeting.  The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 7.12pm for temporary public session so that the owner of the property could comment.  He explained that the pine tree with the proposed TPO was infringing on his garden and that he would like the Parish Council to support him.  The Clerk asked the parishioner to write a letter to the Council setting out his concerns, with a view to adding the item to the April agenda for consideration
6.3. Scoops ice creams.  Public Liability Insurance paperwork received for the year.  Noted
6.4. NCC.  Verge cutting update.  The Clerk explained that NCC had confirmed that Happisburgh would be cut within the first tranche of cutting.  It was agreed that Councillors would review the grass as the Spring continues
7. Adjourn the meeting at 1950 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  
7.2. Public participation
It was noted by a member of the public that the trees at the Easterly end of Beach Road were being trimmed and tidied by instruction from The Manor.  These trees are opposite the Old Coastguard cottages.  The Manor owners had confirmed that they owned the property and that they owned the wood from the trees which were removed / reduced.  
7.3. Reconvene the meeting

8.1. To consider a person responsible for Wenn Evans playground checks monthly.  The Chairman confirmed that Rosemary Munday had kindly undertaken to do regular checks of the Wenn Evans playground as well as the car park playground.  The Council noted their grateful thanks for all that Mrs Munday has done and continues to do
8.2. To consider coronation plans including those at the Wenn Evans Centre.  J Newall had written to confirm that she hoped to hold an event in the Church room, which the Council would support financially.  In addition there were plans for a fun run starting at the Wenn Evans Centre.  
8.3. To consider a ‘Statement of Internal Control’ circulated by email 16th January 2023.  AGREED
8.4. To consider a general reserves policy and review the earmarked and allocated funds.  The Clerk explained and detailed all the current earmarked reserves including those for the T&T bell and for the car park roll back.  Councillors AGREED the reserves policy
8.5. To consider donation requests as follows:
8.5.1.  Jan S.  Hire of Church Rooms and costs for free afternoon tea for villagers and guests on Monday 8th May in celebration of the coronation.  It was AGREED that the donation would be made up to £100 against receipts and that The Clerk would explain to the recipient that there was also the fun run taking place at the Wenn Evans Centre and that it might be worthwhile tying the two events together
8.5.2. North Norfolk Community Transport – as per letter.  AGREED
8.5.3. Happisburgh Badminton Group.  AGREED £100
8.5.4.  Other donations as per spreadsheet – no further formal requests
