MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL

22 members of the public.  The District / County Councillor was not present
1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
The Chairman noted that the meeting was being recorded

2. To consider apologies for absence.  All Councillors were present
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love and Cllr C Siely noted an interest in any matters pertaining to Vattenfall and to the car park / planning application.  Cllr Mole declared an interest in item 8.2 on the basis that a member of his family works in the relevant department at NNDC
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 13th March 2023. APPROVED
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)

5.1. Chairman’s report. The Chairman thanked Cllrs Stockton and Ritchie, who were leaving the Council after many years.  In particular he thanked Cllr Ritchie for supporting him as the Vice-Chairman, and both Councillors for their dedication and support of the village over a lengthy period.  The Chairman noted that the new Council would be sitting for the first time in May, at which he hoped that Councillors would take up new positions of responsibility
The Chairman also noted that he had attended the Coastal Forum during that month and that the warm hub events were still being received favourably within the village

5.2. Further Councillor reports.  

5.2.1. Cllr Balls noted that there had been complaints regarding produce being sold from the allotments.  The Clerk would research this subject
5.2.2. Cllr Ritchie noted that SIM Home Improvements were undertaking works to the pavilion
5.3. Cllr Howson.  Wenn Evans Flagpole.  The location of the potential flagpole was discussed and it was agreed that the Wenn Evans Committee and the P&P committee would meet to discuss a location
5.4. It was AGREED that the Council would use a contractor to cut the crossroads as soon as possible on the basis that the Alexander had become unsafe and on the grounds that the Parish Council had worked with Highways for many many years to encourage them to undertake urgent verge cutting to no avail.  It was agreed that it was best for the Council to simply arrange verge cutting for itself

8.2. To consider action regarding a TPO served by NNDC on a tree at Old Tythe Cottage.  The Parish Council agreed to object to this TPO.  The Clerk would write to NNDC
8.3. To review the Charles Summers Trust paperwork for reference.  The Clerk had circulated an interesting document from the Charles Summers Trust and printed copies for all Councillors.  It was agreed that Councillors would consider ways to best help those in need and work towards supporting the needy parishioners of Happisburgh better.  The Clerk would liaise with the Charles Summers Trust Chairman and invite him to a future meeting
8.4. To consider moving the public session of the meeting towards the end of the meeting or to hold two public sessions if requested.  Following discussion, it was AGREED to leave the public session where it is on the agenda
8.5. To consider funding professional work on the alteration of the Wenn Evans Trust document.  It was AGREED that the Parish Council would fund a renewal of the trust agreement.  
8.6. To consider correspondence from Planning Places / Rural Solutions and further steps for the Beach Road Planning Application.  It was agreed that the Council would ask Nicole Wright from Rural Solutions to hold the Parish Council file, but not to undertake further billables without confirmation from Council
8.7. To consider a length of duration on the British Gas contract for the car park.  It was AGREED that the Clerk would liaise with British Gas to ensure that the fees would be cancelled / reduced if the car park ceased to operate.  The Council then gave the Clerk delegated authority to manage the BT long term agreement as necessary for the length of this piece of work
8.8. To sign a letter to the co-operative bank account asking for dual access authorization for online banking.  AGREED. 
8.9. To agree a purchase of bark for the playground for up to £2,000.  AGREED
