MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 12TH JUNE IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE following the Wenn Evans Annual Meeting, at 7pm

21 members of the public.  The District / County Councillor was not present
1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr Beane had sent his apologies, which were accepted
3. To ask for dispensation for Cllr Beane to sign his declaration of acceptance of office at the July meeting, which was approved.
4. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love and Cllr C Siely noted an interest in any matters pertaining to Vattenfall and to the car park / planning application.  Cllr Sheppard noted that she had an interest in the car park on the basis that she lives on Beach Road.  Cllr Mole noted an interest in the planning application PF/23/0914 on the basis that he has close family living very close.  
5. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 15th MAY 2023 and to consider matters arising from those minutes:  The minutes were approved.  
6. Councillor Reports (as presented)

6.1. Chairman’s report.  The Chairman noted that there were no issues not otherwise noted on the agenda.
6.2. Further Councillor reports.  
6.2.1. Cllr Siely noted that he had started verge cutting and that NCC had been cutting at the same time.  It was noted that various roads within the village are too narrow for hedge cutting machinery

6.2.2. Cllr Howson noted that the flagpole would be paid for by the Wenn Evans Centre and would be erected in the near future.  It was confirmed that the flagpole would be wall mounted

7.1. Vattenfall. Update including meetings in June.  Noted
8. Adjourn the meeting at 1918 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

8.1. District and County Councillor reports.  None available
8.2. Public participation
8.3. Reconvene the meeting
The meeting was reconvened at 1945 hrs
9. Agenda items
9.1. To consider and if to agree a dignity at work policy.  APPROVED
9.2. To consider how the payment to the solicitor for the work on the governing document for the Wenn Evans is to be allocated between the Wenn Evans and the PC.  The Council AGREED that the solicitor could and should be paid by Council.
9.3. To consider if the Parish Council wishes to hold the permitted development rights on the car park again in 2023 – 1st August to 27th August 2023.  The Council AGREED that the Clerk should ask the landowner if it could rent the land again.  It was agreed that the dates should include the bank holiday weekend – 7th August to 3rd September.The Clerk would speak to the planning team at NNDC
9.4. To consider updating noticeboards in the village.  It was agreed that the village maintenance contractor would look at the notice boards and put together a report of works required or if some / all noticeboards needed replacing
9.5. To consider moving funds from the savings account to remove any risk of FSA removal of insurance over £85K.  The Clerk would undertake some work on research and make a recommendation at the following meeting
9.6. To consider purchasing a new sign ‘please keep dogs on leads’ for the recreation ground / playing field.  The Clerk would purchase a sign.
9.7. To confirm the transfer of ownership of the T&T bell from the artist to the Council.  The Council discussed this at length and noted that it would be prepared to take on ownership in perpetuity once the T&T bell is in place, not before.  The document would be updated and reviewed at the following meeting
9.8. To consider permission for the T&T bell team to place an information board on the toilet block at the car park.  AGREED
9.9. To confirm receipt of the Internal Audit report.  The Clerk detailed some of the information from the internal report and noted that the outstanding matters would be on the agenda for agreement over the forthcoming months
9.10. To confirm the Accounting Statement.  AGREED
9.11. To confirm the Annual Governance Statement.  AGREED
9.12. To consider funding signage to prevent people walking on crops in the area of the car park.  Cllr Howson and Cllr Love would put together some signage and Cllr Love would forward costs if appropriate
9.13. To update the training records for the Council.  New Cllrs had arranged training with the Clerk via NALC.
9.14. To consider and discuss committing to the Civility and Respect Pledge.  Approved.  Cllr Love did not support the pledge.
9.15. To consider what action the Council might take in promoting biodiversity within the village.  Cllr Dixon would discuss biodiversity with the NWT and consider options available to the Council
9.16.  To consider reviewing tender policies, such as:
9.16.1.1. Car park cleaning
9.16.1.2. Car park and other maintenance
9.16.1.3. Gate opening / closing
Following lengthy discussion it was agreed that The Clerk would put together a tender policy document to cover all policies and would review the current rolling policies from the point of view of cost of living.  It was noted that all the current contracts work extremely well and Cllrs regularly receive complements.
