MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  The Chairman introduced Rob Goodliffe, Head of Coastal Transition at North Norfolk District Council, and invited him to address the room.  
Mr Goodliffee explained that it in March 2022 the government announced that NNDC would receive £15 million for Coastal Transition and that the money should be spent before March 2027.  He explained the purpose of the grant and the plan going forwards.  He noted that one of the priorities is to develop learnings to shape future government policies.  He also noted that the money cannot be spent on sea defences. 

Mr Goodliffe also spent some time discussing the grant application (item 8.4).  Mr Goodliffe left the meeting at 7.55.  The Chairman had thanked him for his attendance at the meeting
2. To consider apologies for absence.  Cllr C Siely was not present at the meeting
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love noted an interest in any matters pertaining to the car park / planning application.  Cllrs Sheppard and Batt noted that they had an interest in the car park on the basis of their addresses

8.2. Owner of Caravan Park.  Response regarding assistance for the defibrillator.  Cllr Howson explained that the caravan park had been successful in obtaining enough grant funding for the defibrillator so did not need assistance to purchase the defibrillator.  The Council discussed that, in principle, it would be likely to support requests for funds for pads and batteries for the defibrillator.
8.3. To consider moving £77,000 from the Natwest Savings account into a new Unity Bank account (with dual signatories) in order to retain FSCS insurance on all monies.  AGREED
8.4. To consider an application form for assistance with Highways agent support.  Council AGREED this form.  The Clerk would undertake this work
