MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 09th OCTOBER 2023 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE at 7.30pm

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence.  None
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Love noted an interest in any matters pertaining to the car park / planning application.  Cllrs Sheppard and Batt noted that they had an interest in the car park on the basis of their addresses.  Cllr V Howson noted that she had an interest in a grant application for item 8.6.  
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11TH September 2023 and to consider matters arising from those minutes:  The minutes were approved.  
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)
5.1. Chairman’s report 

5.1.1. Noticeboard update.  Council agreed that the item would be on the November agenda for consideration as to whether Council should replace noticeboards (approximately £700 each) or to renovate the current noticeboards.  
5.2. Further Councillor reports
5.2.1. Wenn Evans update of Trustees.  The Chairman noted that all Councillors would be recorded as Trustees on the Charity Commission website
5.2.2. Cllr Howson.  Note of Open Surgery date as 9.11.23.  Noted
5.2.3. Coastwise.  Receipt of grant confirmation.  The Clerk explained that NNDC had approved a grant to Council of £10,000 in order to support the Parish Council with the car park rollback Highways support works
5.2.4. Cllr Dixon noted that she had been given the funding from a local company to purchase a ‘Community Cupboard’ which she had offered to run on behalf of the village.  She hoped that vegetables and other food and other items could be donated / exchanged in the shed.  Councillors thanked her for her efforts in this regard and were very supportive of the idea

5.2.5. Cllr Dixon noted that she had attended the Rural Speeding public meeting held by Duncan Baker MP
6. Correspondence
6.1. NCC Highways.  Short Lane post missing.  ENQ 238401.  ‘Does not meet intervention criteria’.  Noted
6.2. NNDC.  Response to discussion regarding relocation of DHC and the playspace.  The Clerk noted that NNDC Coastwise had confirmed that it would be likely that the playspace and DHC could be relocated with grant funding.  
6.3. Wenn Evans Trustees.  Response to request to put Wenn Evans charges on the PC website.  AGREED
6.4. Clerk.  Small business rate relief paperwork filed on behalf of Pavilion and Playing field.  Noted
7. Adjourn the meeting at 1953 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports. 
7.2. Public participation
It was noted that the signposts at the Walcott crossroads were missing / damaged.  The Clerk would speak with NCC Highways on this subject

The Council thanked a parishioner for doing an excellent job of strimming the crossroads

Various members of the public were concerned about the conduct of Councillors outside of parish council meetings and were asked to contact the Monitoring Officer if they had a code of conduct complaint

A formal complaint was made regarding the Wenn Evans Committee management of a contractor. Cllr Sheppard agreed to look into this on behalf of the Council
7.3. Reconvene the meeting
The meeting was reconvened at 2045 hrs
8. Agenda items
8.1. To receive a request for funding from Cllr Batt for a mirror, together with recommended details of ownership / management.  The Clerk would contact NCC Highways for permission for the mirror and, if given, would purchase a mirror.  
8.2. To consider a new agreement for the Time and Tide bell.  This motion was proposed by Cllr Howson, seconded by Cllr Batt and AGREED all in favour with one abstention, to take over the ownership and responsibility for the bell.
8.3. To confirm a Parish Council link Governor.  Cllr Batt kindly agreed to take on this role
8.4. To receive the final and intermediate report from PKF Littlejohn regarding the 22/23 audit.  The Clerk read the detail of the final and intermediate report from PKF.  Noted 
8.5. To consider holding an event / lighting a beacon for D-Day 2024.  Council AGREED to go ahead with this event, which would be on the agenda for the following Parish Council meeting
8.6. To receive an application for a grant (deferred from 11th September meeting) from Coastwatch.  Council AGREED to a grant of £250 and asked that Coastwatch contact the Council in advance of future spending plans 
8.7. To receive an application from Happisburgh Primary School for a grant.  Council AGREED a donation of £1000 to the School.  
8.8. To consider replacing a rusty dog bin opp Thatchers on the Recreation Ground.  The Clerk was given delegated authority to replace a dog bin either with a litter bin (and sticker) or a new dog bin
8.9. To consider if a Parish Councillor would consider becoming a trustee for the Coastwatch.  Cllr Dixon kindly offered to undertake this role.

To consider if to purchase a ramp for the cricket pavilion on behalf of the knitters and stitchers. Council agreed that the Clerk would research the size and cost of such a ramp.  The Pavilion and Playing Field Committee Chairman advised, following the meeting, that the committee were working towards putting in a permanent ramp

To consider a risk management policy.  AGREED
8.4
To consider if to review the ice cream concession in November 23 and if to renew for 2 years or 1 year.  It was AGREED that Council would review the ice cream concession tender in November 23 for one year.  The Clerk would advertise the tender online.  
9. Financial Matters.  To check finance report and consider budget against expenditure for the month.  AGREED
9.1. Public liability insurance documentation to be confirmed for contractors.  The Clerk explained that she had seen the documentation for the maintenance contractor and the cleaning contractors but not the gate opening contractor.
