MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 11th DECEMBER 2023 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE at 7.30pm

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  He asked that Council try to keep the meeting to within 2 hours
2. To consider apologies for absence. Cllrs Howson, Siely, Love and Batt had sent their apologies for personal reasons.  
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Sheppard noted that she had an interest in the car park on the basis of her addresses.  
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 13th November 2023 and to consider matters arising from those minutes:  The minutes were approved.  
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)
5.1. Chairman’s report.  No report 
5.2. Further Councillor reports
5.2.1. Cllr Dixon noted that the community cupboard had been ordered and would be on site at the Bowls Club within a few weeks.  She noted that some ground works were required for the base and that a kind parishioner had donated shelves.  She asked villagers to support Council with some paint if they had any and some concrete slabs.  
5.2.2. Cllr Balls.  Noted that there were some issues at the allotments.  He thanked Cllr Love in his absence for his support at the allotments over the month
5.2.3. The Chairman noted that there had been excellent attendance over the month at the Warm Hub.  Every time there is a warm hub there is more money received in donations than spent.  He noted that the committee is planning events for the following year.  He also noted that the Wenn Evans Centre had received additional bookings and was grateful to receive them
6. Correspondence
6.1. Co-operative Bank.  Authorised signatures letter.  Council confirmed that bank signatories are Cllrs Dixon, Howson and Mole, with the Clerk as set-up / read only access  
6.2. Happisburgh Lighthouse.  Letter of thanks.  Noted
6.3. Various correspondence.  Clerk.  Whimpwell Street pond.  Concerns regarding flooding.  https://www.norfolk.gov.uk/-/media/norfolk/downloads/rubbish-recycling-planning/flood-and-water-management/flood-investigation-reports/whimpwell-street-happisburgh.pdf.  Reported as ENQ900247384.  Noted
6.4. Feedback from Open Surgery.  Suggestion that the Parish Council writes to parishioners on Lighthouse Lane asking that they do not deposit garden waste on the road / verge.  The Clerk would highlight the issue with Highways.  
6.5. Feedback from Open Surgery.  Suggestion that the old caravan building is removed.  Council AGREED that the Clerk would highlight the subject with the Planning authority.  
6.6. Feedback from Open Surgery.  Request that footpaths at Whimpwell Street and Pebbles are cut.  Council agreed to ask the maintenance contractor to undertake these works if still required.
6.7. NNDC.  Sustainable Communities Fund.  Feb 5th 2024 application for noticeboards.  The Clerk would put in a grant application.  
7. Adjourn the meeting at 1951 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  Neither the District nor the County Councillor had attended the meeting.  Parishioners and Councillors were concerned to note the lack of support from local representatives 
7.2. Public participation
Council discussed Coastwise with parishioners and agreed on a plan for future discussions surrounding Coastwise
The Clerk would put information regarding Coastwise on the Parish Council website.
Clerk would contact NCC Highways regarding the footpath across the cow field at the coast.  
The Clerk would speak to NNDC regarding the gate at the car park which is within 2 metres of the cliff

The Clerk or a Councillor would put an item on social media requesting that parishioners use the glass recycling bank as much as possible especially over the Christmas period
7.3. Reconvene the meeting
The meeting was reconvened at 2017 hrs
8. Agenda items
8.1. To consider if the Parish Council will in principle allow access off the proposed access track to residents of Beach Road in order to access their properties for longer (if they should wish for this access).  AGREED
The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 2031 hrs again to ask if members of the public would like to comment on the budget or precept request
9. Financial Matters.  To check finance report and consider budget against expenditure for the month.  AGREED
9.1. Public liability insurance documentation to be confirmed for contractors.  The Clerk explained that she had seen the documentation for the maintenance contractor and the cleaning contractors but not the gate opening contractor.  The Council agreed that this would not be approved after the January meeting.  
9.2. Data Protection Policy and General Reserve Policy uploaded to the website.  The Clerk noted that this was not yet completed but that she would circulate the data protection policy and upload it to the website
9.3. To discuss precept and budget with a view to finalising figures in January 2024 following the NNDC development committee in January 2024.  The Clerk had circulated a list of actual and budget figures for the previous financial year 2022/2023 as well as the actual and budget figures for the current financial year 2023/2024 and the forecasted figures for the following financial year 2024/2025.  The Clerk noted that Council cannot assume income from the car park for the following financial year and therefore that it would either need to use monies from the car park savings for the roll back, or increase precept five-fold from approximately £14 per Band D household to approximately £70 per Band D household.  
9.4. To consider opening a CCLA account for savings.  Council AGREED to open an account as detailed
