MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 15th JANUARY 2024 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE at 7.30pm

County Councillor Lucy Shires
1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  He noted that the planning application for the track and rolled back car park had been approved, and that Canham Consulting had attended the meeting to discuss the next steps.  He invited Michelle Robinson of Canham Consulting to address the meeting:
Ms Robinson noted the following: Planning permission had been granted by NNDC Development Committee with a number of conditions.  The conditions cover mitigation and a number of other items such as landscaping and traffic management.  The first thing to be addressed is the traffic management plan which is a pre-commencement condition.  Canham Consulting would complete a Section 278 agreement for the scope for the access to move to opposite the wall rather than opposite Kite House potentially.  
Canham Consulting and the PC were keen to move things on swiftly due to the time pressures of the impending lack of access.  It was noted that all the offsite works need to be in place prior to opening of the new access.  

Ms Robinson went on to explain that NCC Highways had not felt that the passing places would be achievable.  Canham’s report states that they can be delivered, but NCC Highways believe not.  Signage will be within the site directing people to turn right out of the access.  A member of the public asked questions about protection of the passing places regarding flooding.  Ms Robinson confirmed that banks would be reinstated if passing places are adopted.  Additional trees would also be planted if lost.  Cllr Love informed those present that flooding happened in 2001/2002 because the bank had disappeared but has now been reinstated so that there is no further danger of flooding.  Ms Robinson confirmed that there would be no pedestrian improvements along Lighthouse Lane.  

The Chairman thanked Ms Robinson for attending the meeting
2. To consider apologies for absence. 

3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items. Cllr Sheppard, Love, Batt and Siely declared an interest in the car park on the basis of pecuniary interests in the Planning application as a result of their property ownership.  Cllrs Love and Siely also noted an interest in Vattenfall matters if they were to arise.
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 11TH December 2023 and to consider matters arising from those minutes:  The minutes were approved with amendments as discussed (Cllr Batt had been present at the meeting)
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)
5.1. Chairman’s report.  The Chairman noted that the planning application for the roll back and track had been approved with the conditions as discussed.  The Chairman noted that there had been a lovely Christmas lunch for those that had attended and that the warm hub was picking up again.  The Chairman thanked all those Councillors who had worked at the Wenn Evans centre in recent weeks.

5.2.1. Cllr Balls noted that he had an issue with a tenant at the allotments.  Councillors agreed to follow suggestions as per Cllrs Balls’ recommendation.  The Clerk would add an allotment committee to the following agenda for the February meeting
5.2.2. Cllr Dixon noted that the Community Cupboard would be put in place on Sunday 28th January.  Cllr Dixon noted that the Community Cupboard would be within the school grounds.  
5.2.3. Cllr Dixon noted that she would be attending Duncan Baker MP’s flooding meeting in North Walsham and asked parishioners if they would like her to represent them with any questions  
6. Correspondence
6.1. NNDC.  Information regarding local affordable housing.  The Clerk would get an update on the affordable housing site in the village
6.2. Clerk. Recreation Ground and Playing Field. Confirmation of annual return for 22/23 financial year for the Charity Commission.  £1620 income, £1240 expenditure.  Noted
6.3. UKPN.  Distribution Planning.  Power network for car park and Beach Road area. Noted
6.4. Parishioner.  Ditch outside Golds Barn full of raw sewage – reported to NNDC EP.  Noted.  Cllr Love noted that the flooding at Golds Corner had been fixed and the issue had therefore been rectified

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  County Councillor Lucy Shires had attended the meeting and answered questions regarding flooding.  The Clerk would invite Vattenfall to attend the February meeting of the Parish Council 
The Clerk would contact NNDC regarding the concrete block and the gate at the Old Lifeboat shed, which would soon be eroded.

8. Agenda items
8.1. To consider next steps following the development committee decision regarding the proposed car park roll back.  The Council noted the next steps as per Canham Consulting’s discussions earlier in the meeting.
8.2. To consider any update or decisions regarding Coastwise and to consider if / when Council would like to undertake a survey regarding Coastwise.  Cllr Howson noted that the Coastwise Café would be held on the 1st February 2024 in the Wenn Evans Centre.  Cllr Dixon suggested that Council could apply for a grant to Coastwise for Electric charging points within the car park.  Council noted that it had discussed the idea at previous meetings.  Cllr Love asked that Coastwise should drain the caravan park as a matter of priority.  Cllr Love also noted that the Clay ridge in front of the church is in danger of eroding. A member of the public noted that the lack of drainage at NNDC might interest Coastwise as it is an SSSI. The Clerk would speak with Coastwise about this.
8.3. To confirm the Sustainable Communities grant for noticeboards submission end February 2024.  The Clerk noted that the Sustainable Communities grant had been temporarily suspended.  The Clerk would follow up on this
8.4. To plan for whole Council training including Data Protection and to recommend a month for this to happen.  The Clerk  would arrange this for the month of April
9. Financial Matters.  To check finance report and consider budget against expenditure for the month.  AGREED

9.2. To receive an update on the CCLA account for savings.  The Clerk had arranged further signatures
