MINUTES OF A MEETING OF HAPPISBURGH PARISH COUNCIL 

HELD ON MONDAY 18th March 2024 IN THE WENN EVANS CENTRE at 7.30pm

1. To welcome those present.  The Chairman thanked those present for attending the meeting and welcomed the members of the public.  
2. To consider apologies for absence. All Councillors were in attendance
The Chairman adjourned the meeting at 1932 to ask Cllr Rob Goodliffe of NNDC to address all those present.  

Mr Goodliffe explained that, following the successful planning application for the car park rollback and track, he would like to offer (for NNDC) to purchase the required land and support the Council in building the new track and rolled back car park.  Council discussed possibilities such as enforcement, a contribution to the recutting of the ramp, other options for beach access, and a share of car park profits.  Cllr Love discussed drainage from the land.  Mr Goodliffe explained that drainage from the land is not under an SSSI and that he would research drainage.  Council in principle agreed that it would be willing to transfer £150K to NNDC for the rollback of the car park, on the basis that NNDC would fund the remaining works and that it would consider a profit share going forwards.  Council asked Mr Goodliffe to revert with Heads of Terms for the following meeting on 8th April.  
The Chairman reconvened the meeting at 1956.
3. To receive Declarations of Interest on agenda items.  No declarations were made
4. To agree the minutes of the meeting of Happisburgh Parish Council held on Monday 12th February 2024 and to consider matters arising from those minutes:  The minutes were approved with no amendments.
5. Councillor Reports (as presented)
5.1. Chairman’s report.  The Chairman outlined the details with the flooding in the village, and also noted that Councillor training had taken place.  
5.2. Clerk.  Replacement dog bin on recreation ground.  It was noted that the dog bin was in place.  
5.3. Cllr Sheppard.  D-Day plans.  Cllr Sheppard noted that the working party was made up of Cllrs Mole, Balls and Sheppard.  She noted that she was making plans for the whole weekend including an exhibition, fish and chips, indoor cinema.  Cllr Sheppard noted that the working party would like to ask Council for £1000 towards the D-Day.  Cllr Balls would speak to the Church to ensure that there was sensible dovetailing of D-Day throughout the village.  
5.4. Clerk.  Noticeboards application for funding – Awards for All .  Completed 6/3/24.  Noted
5.5. NNDC. Mr Goodliffe had informed Council that the NNDC team would be picking up the tiles from the car park where it was at risk of erosion and would remove the metal gate.  Noted
6. Correspondence
6.1. Clerk.  Information regarding S137 donation limits for the 24/25 financial year.  The Clerk noted that the limit for S137 donations for the financial year 2024/2025 was £10.81 per elector.  Noted
6.2. Ice Cream contractor.  Public liability certificate received for the year.  Noted
6.3. Duncan Baker MP’s office.  Digital Switchover event.  The Clerk would keep this item on the agenda as council noted that the item was of concern to older parishioners.
6.4. County Council.  Broadland Futures Initiative.   The Clerk noted that any local people who know about local flooding from rivers should contact the Broadland Futures Initiative, who are looking to work with local people who understand the history of drainage and rivers locally. 
7. Adjourn the meeting at 2018 hrs for public session / comments on planning applications and any other matters

7.1. District and County Councillor reports.  
Cllr Shires explained her disappointment in NCC Highways during the previous month regarding flooding.  She thanked those local parishioners and Councillors who had helped and supported with flooding.

Cllr Love proposed that the Parish Council put some funds towards a flood. Cllr Love noted that two land drains were required at a value of approximately 1000 metres @ £4 per metre.  County Councillor Shires noted that she like to spend her Highways budget on a flood report that would be expedited rather than taking 2 years.

8.4. To consider donations for the six month period April to September 2024
8.4.1. Happisburgh Broadland First Responders.  Council agreed to donate £546
8.4.2. Happisburgh Recreation Ground and Playing Field to support Business Rates £4060.56.  Council AGREED to fund the business rates on a temporary basis until the discretionary rate relief is decided upon.  If the business rates were maintained rather than discretionary relief given, Council would request 50% of the bill from Recreation Ground and Playing Field at the Annual Meeting
8.4.3. Happisburgh Fun Run, supporting REST.  Council asked that the Fun Run team confirm if the funding is for a private individual and to receive an application form
8.4.4. Support funding for a documentary exploring erosion in Happisburgh.  Cllr Dixon recommend that Council ask the Wenn Evans Committee for access to the Wenn Evans Centre free of charge in order to show the film.  Cllr Howson noted that two licenses were required at approximately £10K and £12K.  The Clerk would ask the team to complete an application form for the April agenda
8.5. To consider matters pertaining to Coastwise and the Coast in general.  The subject had been discussed under the public session above
